Day 1: Triumphal Entry on Palm Sunday

On the Sunday before his death,
"And when they drew nigh unto Jerusalem, and were come to Bethphage, unto the
mount of Olives, then sent Jesus two disciples,
2 Saying unto them, Go into the village over against you, and straightway ye shall find an
ass tied, and a colt with her: loose them, and bring them unto me.
3 And if any man say ought unto you, ye shall say, The Lord hath need of them; and
straightway he will send them.
4 All this was done, that it might be fulfilled which was spoken by the prophet, saying,
>Tell ye the daughter of Sion, Behold, thy King cometh unto thee, meek, and sitting upon
an ass, and a colt the foal of an ass.
6 And the disciples went, and did as Jesus commanded them,
" And brought the ass, and the colt, and put on them their clothes, and they set him
thereon.
8 And a very great multitude spread their garments in the way; others cut down branches
from the trees, and strawed them in the way.
9 And the multitudes that went before, and that followed, cried, saying, Hosanna to the
son of David: Blessed is he that cometh in the name of the Lord; Hosanna in the highest.
10 And when he was come into Jerusalem, all the city was moved, saying, Who is this?
11 And the multitude said, This is Jesus the prophet of Nazareth of Galilee".

Day 2: On Monday, Jesus Clears the Temple

When Jesus arrived at the Temple,
Jesus Cleanses the Temple

12 And Jesus entered the templel® and drove out all who sold and bought in the temple,
and he overturned the tables of the money-changers and the seats of those who

sold pigeons. 12 He said to them, “It is written, ‘My house shall be called a house of
prayer,” but you make it a den of robbers.”

14 And the blind and the lame came to him in the temple, and he healed them. 1° But when
the chief priests and the scribes saw the wonderful things that he did, and the children
crying out in the temple, “Hosanna to the Son of David!” they were indignant, '® and they
said to him, “Do you hear what these are saying?” And Jesus said to them, “Yes; have
you never read,

“‘Out of the mouth of infants and nursing babies
you have prepared praise’?”

17 And leaving them, he went out of the city to Bethany and lodged there.

Day 3: On Tuesday, Jesus Goes to the Mount of
Olives - Matthew 24: 1-14

Jesus Foretells Destruction of the Temple

24 Jesus left the temple and was going away, when his disciples came to point out to him
the buildings of the temple. 2But he answered them, “You see all these, do you not?
Truly, I say to you, there will not be left here one stone upon another that will not be
thrown down.”

Signs of the End of the Age

3 As he sat on the Mount of Olives, the disciples came to him privately, saying, “Tell

us, when will these things be, and what will be the sign of your coming and of the end of
the age?” * And Jesus answered them, “See that no one leads you astray. > For many will
come in my name, saying, ‘I am the Christ,” and they will lead many astray. ® And you
will hear of wars and rumors of wars. See that you are not alarmed, for this must take
place, but the end is not yet. ” For nation will rise against nation, and kingdom against
kingdom, and there will be famines and earthquakes in various places. & All these are but
the beginning of the birth pains.

Day 4: Holy Wednesday — The Plot to Kill Jesus

When Jesus had finished all these sayings, he said to his disciples,

2"You know that after two days the Passover is coming, and the Son of
Man will be delivered up to be crucified.”

sThen the chief priests and the elders of the people gathered in the
palace of the high priest, whose name was Caiaphas, *and plotted
together in order to arrest Jesus by stealth and kill him. sBut they said,
"Not during the feast, lest there be an uproar among the people.”

Jesus Anointed at Bethany

sNow when Jesus was at Bethany in the house of Simon the leper,= 7a
woman came up to him with an alabaster flask of very expensive
ointment, and she poured it on his head as he reclined at table. et And
when the disciples saw it, they were indignant, saying, "Why this
waste? °For this could have been sold for a large sum and given to the
poor.” ©But Jesus, aware of this, said to them, "Why do you trouble
the woman? For she has done a beautiful thing to me. = For you always
have the poor with you, but you will not always have me. 2In pouring
this ointment on my body, she has done it to prepare me for

burial. 2 Truly, I say to you, wherever this gospel is proclaimed in the
whole world, what she has done will also be told in memory of her.”

Jesus Washes His Disciples’ Feet

6 He came to Simon Peter, who said to him, “Lord, are you going to wash my feet?”
7 Jesus replied, “You do not realize now what | am doing, but later you will understand.”
8 “No," said Peter, “you shall never wash my feet.”

Jesus answered, “Unless | wash you, you have no part with me.”
